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ABSTRACT

House of Griffins ruled Pomerania for about 600 years; their dynastic policy provided
integrity and security to the Duchy of Pomerania, against foreign expansion, especially
against Brandenburg. Contracted marriages clinched the alliances and agreements be-
tween states. Family connections, study, residence at regional courts, travelling of Pom-
eranian dukes, significantly influenced architecture and art of Western Pomerania since
time of Bogislaw X.
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STRESZCZENIE

Gryfici panowali nad Pomorzem okoto 600 lat, ich polityka dynastyczna miata zapewnic
ksiestwu zachodniopomorskiemu integralno$¢ i bezpieczenstwo przed ekspansjg obca,
zwlaszcza Brandenburgii. Zawierane matzenstwa pieczetowaty miedzypanstwowe soju-
sze i uktady. Koligacje rodzinne, studia, pobyty na wiodgcych w regionie dworach i po-
dréze pomorskich ksigzat, od czaséw ksiecia Bogustawa X, oddziatywaty znaczgco na
architekture i sztuke Pomorza Zachodniego.

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1. INTRODUCTION

The first historical ruler of the Duchy of West Pomerania was Wartislaw | (~1091-1135).
In 1121 the Duchy was taken by Boleslaw the Wrymouth, and Wartislaw, near Stargard,
welcomed the Bishop Otto of Bamberg, who next began the process of Christianisation
of Pomerania on behalf duke Boleslaw. Ratibor, the brother of Wartislaw |, and sons
of Wartislaw, Bogislaw and Casimir | Dyminy were successive rulers of the Duchy. Suc-
ceeding rulers of the Griffins Dynasty were given Slavic names for centuries. Period
of duke Barnim's reign was time of intense colonisation under the German law.

Griffins willingly contracted marriages with Polish princesses. Among them worth men-
tioning are Anastasial, daughter of Mieszko IIl the Old; Elizabeth?, daughter of Casimir IlI
the Great; Sophia3, daughter of Bogislaw IX, duke of Pomerania-Stolp and Maria
of Masovia; Anna Jagiellon*, daughter of king Casimir IV of Poland. Marriages with: Ama-
lie of the Palatinate, Marie of Saxony, Erdmuta, daughter of Brandenburg elector, or sis-
ters: Elizabeth, Ann and Sophia Schleswig-Holstein-Sondenburg®, strengthened coali-
tions with Denmark and German Duchies.

2. CONCEPTION OF POMERANIAN DUKES' CASTLE IN SZCZECIN

Educated at the Prague court duke Barnim the Great® sought independence from Bran-
denburg and strove for positive relations with Czech Kingdom and Poland. He also initiat-
ed erection of the castle on the hill in Szczecin, the Old House and the Saint Otton's
Chapel. The works were stopped due to a strong opposition of burgess refusing rights to
the duke to this area. The townspeople were forced to reconstruct the objects. Then
crushing a following rebellion duke Casimir VI received substantial area and he began
construction of the Big House, and the Basilica instead of the chapel.

Specific efforts to strengthen relationships with the Kingdom of Poland were undertaken
by Bogislaw X’. At his youth the duke was educated at Wawel, while at the castle in Mal-
bork he became knighted by the king Casimir. On the strength of Treaty of Prenzlau, he
became the successor of duke Otto Ill of Szczecin and of Wartislaw X, he was a ruler
of the Duchy of Wolgast. In 1490, he became the ruler of the land of Lebork and Bytéw
and a vassal of Poland. Increasingly stronger position guaranteed him hand in marriage
of princess Anna Jagiellon, who became his second wife. Before the arranged marriage
Bogislaw X made a decision to rebuild the castle in Szczecin: Usage large windows in
walls faced outside of the castle was novelty within implementation of investment by Bo-
gislaw X [9, p. 5]. He furnished interiors of the Big House with splendour.

! Anastasia of Greater Poland (1164-1240) was wife of duke Bogislaw | and mother of Bogislaw Ill and Casimir
I, she became a regent on behalf of them; founded a nunnery the Norbertines, in Trzebiatow.

2 Princess Elizabeth of Poland (1326-1361), was the eldest daughter of king Casimir the Great, wife of Bogislaw
V, the duke of Duchy of Pomerania Wolgast and Pomerania Stolp, and mother of Casimir IV (Kazko Stupski).

3 Sophia (1434-1497) became wife of Eric II, the Duke of Pomerania Wolgast, Stolp and Szczecin; could speak
Polish and supported close relation with Poland.

4 Anna (1476-1503) was daughter of Casimir IV and wife of Bogislaw X, mother of George | and Bogislaw XII.
Her daughter Ann became wife of George | of Brieg and her daughter Sophia became wife Frederick, the king of
Denmark and Norway.

5 Daughters of John 111, the son of Christian Ill, the king of Denmark and Elisabeth of Braunschweig; Sophia
Schleswig-Holstein-Sonderburg was wife of Philip Il of Wolgast, her elder sister Ann, wife of Bogislaw Ill, and
the younger Elisabeth, wife of Bogislaw XIV.

6 Barnim IIl (1300-1368), educated at the Prague Court. He fought for independence of Duchy of Brandenburg,
won the conflict against dukes of Wologast. In 1348, on the strength of the Treaty of Frankfurt, Pomerania West
became directly the vassal of Charles IV, emperor and king of Germany.

7 Bogislaw X (1454-1523), called the Great, son of Eric Il and related to the Jagiellonian Dynasty, princess
Sophia. In 1478 he confederated the Duchy of Pomerania.

Soon the duke modernised the castle in Dartowo (Fig.1), [4, p. 26-31].% and despite the
reluctance of townspeople, he built a castle in Stupsk®. Within years 1496-1498 Bogislaw
X performed a pilgrimage to the Holy Land: The route led across significant European
courts, including the court of Maximilian | in Innsbruck Rome and the city of Venice. After
his return: (...) the duke, aware of the differences in a new era, was able to prepare their
sons for it. George | (1493-1531) and Barnim XI| (1501-1573), both educated at the Saxon
court of Wittenberg: (...) they proved their total understanding for the function of art in
a state (...) [2, p. 140]. When the prince fell into conflict with the townsmen in Szczecin,
he sent his wife to the newly built castle in Wkryujscie (Ueckermiinde) (Fig.2) unfortunate-
ly princess Anna became ill in there and died shortly thereafter.

Bogislaw wanted to recognise the supremacy of Poland and swear a fealty for it, yet de-
spite of absence of interest on the part of the king Sigismund. In 1521 he paid homage to
the emperor Charles V. By dint of such measure, as the duke of the Reich, he avoided
being subjected to the state of Brandenburg. Bogislaw X managed to confederate and
reform the dukedom, earning sobriquet 'the Great'. The aim of ambitious foundation ac-
tivity of the duke, was to build the status of the dukedom and of himself [8, p. 64]. The
eldest son of Bogislaw X, George | was educated in Dresden, at the court of his uncle
George |, called the Bearded, then at the duke Philip's | (1448-1508) of the Wittelsbach
dynasty in Heidelberg, where he met his wife, Amalie of Rhein. Unfortunately, his reign
was short, so he could not accomplish his objectives. In order to guarantee appropriate
education for his son Philip | (1515-1560), he sent him to the court of his uncle Louis V,
Elector Palatine of the Rhine, in Heidelberg. Those efforts resulted in close associations
with Saxony, also in the area of art and architecture.

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3. TRANSITION OF THE POMERANIAN DUCHY INTO PROTESTANTISM
AND ESTABLISHING THE SZMALKALDIC LEAGUE

Prepared to enter the bishopric of Kamien, the Barnim XI, called the Pious, was sent by
his father to study in Wittenberg. There, he met Martin Luther and under his influence he
began to favour the Reformation. Establishing of the Schmalkaldic League as a defensive
union, was a significant event integrating actions of the Protestant states, as the opposi-
tion against the emperor Charles V. Elector of Saxony, John Frederick | became the head
of the confederation. In the Western Pomerania events happened rapidly. At the turn
of 1534 and 1535 the dukes Barnim Xl and his nephew Philip | convened local parliament
in Trzebiatéw to vote the duchy's convert to Protestantism. Dr Johannes Bugenhagen?®
areligious reformer held there an important role. Since the projected changes weren't
accepted, they imposed them by the ducal regulation [4., p. 17].

The Reformation contributed to closer contacts with the German Reich. In 1535 the alli-
ance was already formed and Western Pomerania joined the Schmalkaldic League. The
marriage of Philip | to Mary, a Saxon elector's sister in 1536, in Torgau as the first
Protestant wedding was the manifestation of those contacts. A ceremonious church ser-
vice was celebrated by Martin Luther himself [4, p. 110]. The firstborn son of the couple
was named John Frederic in honour of his uncle. Good relations with the Court of Saxon
and staying in the castle of Torgau!! drew attention of Barnim's XI and Philip's | to new
trends in art and architecture. They were exposed in architecture of Pomeranian castles.
Secularisation of monasteries and church's property, which significantly increased their
financial resources, were enabled due to taking broad investment activities by the dukes.
After the fire of Szczecin in which Pomeranian Dukes' Castle also suffered, duke Barnim
XI decided to expand his residence by joining secularised Carthusian Order in Grabowo
near Szczecin. Oderburg fortress is visible on engraving by Heinrich Kote, 1620.

After his brother's death, Barnim Xl took possession of the eastern part Duchy of Pomer-
ania up to the Odra river, and his nephew Philip | took Pomerania-Wolgast and he under-
took reconstruction of the residence in Wolgast and in Wryujscie (Ueckermiinde). The
residence in Ueckerminde, in its detail, referred to the wing of castle of Hartenfels in
Torgau; curtain windows and dainty cornices were the common motive. This inspiration is
evidenced in the correspondence between the dukes. In answer to the letter of duke Phil-
ip about engagement of Nikolaus Grohman, sons of John Frederick the Elector, recom-
mended to him, Simon Schréter, the author of a pulpit in Torgau [8, p. 55], since
Grohman was overburdened with his work. Between 1612-1617 Wilhelm van der Meer
of Ghent [2, p. 89], earlier in employment in Gdansk, worked in here. Unfortunately, only
the armorial cartouche remained from the residence of Wolgast.

Meanwhile, duke Barnim Xl carried out renovation of the castle in Dobra and extensive
structural works of Szczecin castle. He elevated the Big House up one storey higher and
built the Clock Tower and the Prison Tower. Five tops on each building embellished
courtyard elevation and the elevation from the Kusnierska Street, but late Gothic attic
(Fig.3)'2, with the motives of wheels and bladders, covered them. Towers also were given
tracery copings. When the fire damaged the building in 1551 the duke ordered to replace
the starry vault with rib vault ceiling restoring the Big House. Rooms were equipped with
details, and richly decorated chamber, with beam ceiling supported by five pillars.

10 Johannes Bugennhagen (1485-1558) was born in Wolin. He studied at the university of Greifswald, then he
joined Premonstratensians.

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Influence of Saxon is clearly readable in that wing's architecture because active architects
from Saxony were employed for its implementation. Inspiration and preferences in the
area of art and architecture were determined by close relationship by marriages. 'The
most ultimate exchange of such influences is observed between their authors and the
courts related to Barnim by sisters of Anna Jagiellon, that is with the Koenigsberg court
of Albrecht Hohenzollern, the court of Saxony and the court of Brandenberg of elector
Joachim II. From Koenigsberg arrived Frederick Nuf3dorfer, the architect of Albrecht,
which was the author of the eastern wing of Albrechtsbau, the Konigsberg castle - (1532)
and Albrechttor, the tower - of late Gothic characteristics [2, p. 141, 142]. He was as-
cribed structural works at the southern wing of the Szczecin castle, commissioned by
Barnim Xl in 1538. There is a foundation plaque with the heraldic cartouche of Duchy
of Pomerania which informs about completion of the works (Fig.4).

Duke Barnim tried to commemorate the House of Griffins, and considering lack of a male
heir, also himself as a person. He made some effort in connection with that. He created
Pedagogium in Szczecin, in 1543, together with duke Philip I, as the beginning of the
university. In the same year he founded the Renaissance album commemorating Barnim
I, the namesake of the duke — then a plaque with a portrait of himself and his wife Anna
of Brunswick-Lineburg, for the mansion in Kotbacz [2, p. 80]. Duke Philip in turn commis-
sioned tapestry of extraordinary quality, called Opona Croya!3, based on a graphic
of Lucas Cranach the Elder. The tapestry made on the occasion of marriage joined in
Torgau, in 1536, shows figures in the form of portrait of Saxon dukes and dukes of Pom-
erania as well as of preaching Martin Luter with Philip Melanchton and John Bugenha-
gen, co-authors of the Reformation, in the background.

13 The author of Opona of Croy (1554) was Peter Heymans, the original is in the Museum of Pomerania in
Greifswald, the reproduction in the National Museum in Szczecin.
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This manifesto of Lutheranism emphasizes close ties with Saxony and the Schmalkaldic
League. Renaissance foundation stone tablets of duke Philip | at the castle in Wolgast,
of Duke Barnim Xl at the castle in Dobra come from this period as well. When at the con-
vent in Jasienica Barnim Xl abdicated in favour of his brother's grandson — John Freder-
ick, he moved to a residence in Oderburg in Grabowo!4. Only renaissance altar and pulpit
from the castle chapel founded by duke Barnim Xl remained, these days they are in the
church in Sowno.

4. FOUNDING ACTIVITY OF DUKE JOHN FREDERICK

Duke John Fryderyk (1542-600)!® was educated at the university in Greifswald, then he
went on to the Viennese court of Emperor Maximilian Il [6, p. 26-31]. The Duke wanted to
strengthen the position weakened by joining the Duchy to the Schmalkaldic League and
to get the Duchy directly from the Emperor as a fief. This stay significantly influenced on
attitude of the duke as a patron of arts, and also granted that the emperor appointed
Szczecin as a place of peace negotiations ending the Northern Seven Years War. At the
court of Vienna the duke stroke up a friendship with Francesco de Medici [9, p. 12].

John Frederick tried to maintain close relationship with Poland. His marriage to Cathe-
rine, the sister of Sigismund Augustus was considered, The king demanded the high
loans, and the duke wanted excessive warrants. The duke decided then to marry Erd-
muta, the daughter of John George Hohenzollern, the Brandenburg Elector.

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Despite high-cost of peace negotiations John Frederick founded reconstruction of the
Szczecin castle on a large scale and made a symbolic decision to demolish the church
of St. Otto. For the reconstruction he hired Italian masons Antonio Guglielmo (William
Anthony) and settled in Pomerania Wilhelm Zacharias, called Italus [9, p. 12]. After demo-
lition of old structures, they erected presentable northern wing with a castle chapel and
a bell tower. Probably at the behest of the duke the concept of chapel by project Zachari-
as referred to the Protestant chapel at the castle of Torgaul®, as well as the castle chapel
in Dresden.

On the main axis the architect positioned an altar, a pulpit and pipe organ, while on the
opposite side the ducal gallery. He reduced the heights of succeeding tiers, that the inte-
rior seems to be higher (Fig.5). The castle chapels in Szczecin and Torgau, were the
models for the one in Schmalkalden (Fig.6). The altar to the ducal chapel was realised by
the painter Giovanni Battista Perrini [2, p. 171] of Florence.

During extensive works the east wing was redeveloped and the west, a new one was
heighten. The castle was given a quadrangular courtyard, according to Italian fashion,
together with arcades on the ground floor and a flat roof, decorated with an attic (Fig.7),
like the one of Cracow Sukiennice (Cloth Hall). Despite the lack of direct evidence of such
remarkable resemblance provokes reflection. In 1568 king Sigismund Augustus contract-
ed a huge loan from a financial house of Loitz for a war with tsar lvan the Fearsome. The
loan was guaranteed by as many as five Pomeranian dukes, John Frederick among
them. The agreement was contracted in Lublin. It's difficult to imagine that during such
remote travelling, the envoys of the dukes could miss Cracow. A few years later, the attic,

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modelled on the Szczecin one, was built above the entrance gate into the castle
of Perkun.

Influences of ltalian architecture, and probably also of the Polish Renaissance decided
about the form of contemporaneous residence. Carl Friedrich (1871-1930)7, the member
of the Society of History and Antiquities of Pomerania and author of many publications
about the monuments of Szczecin, inclined towards similar reflection [3, p. 61]. High qual-
ity and panache went hand in hand with the extraordinary pace of work. The ceremonious
wedding of John Frederick and Erdmuta’® took place within new walls of magnificent Re-
naissance residence on 17 February, 1577 (Fig.8). Finishing work was continued. Sand-
stone and some architectural details were imported from Pirna, Saxony, that is why they
showed resemblance to the masonry of Pirma and Meissen from that period. A print
of Braun and Hogenbergn from about 1590, the engraving of Matthew Merian (1652),
drawings of Johann Zeuner (1673) and the engraving of George Paul Busch (1725) bring
the residence closer. Preserved iconography became the basis for post-war reconstruc-
tion of the Pomeranian Dukes' Castle, restoring renaissance style to it°.

Reconstruction of Pomeranian Dukes' Castle in Szczecin was carried out since 1958 based on architectural
work of Stefan Kwilecki and restoration guidelines of Henryk Dziurla.
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The duke did not live to descendants, however, he probably commissioned to the painter
Cornelius Krommeny?° in 1598, a painting showing genealogy of Pomeranian Dukes. The
painting, 7 metres long presents portraits of 155 members of the Griffins family.

5. PATRONAGE OF THE LAST GRIFFINS

The younger brother of John Frederick, Bogislaw Xll12%, undoubtedly interested in archi-
tecture willingly undertook various construction activities. The duke extended the city and
the castle in Barth??, after the fire in 1587. The form of the castle resembled a town hall in
Leipzig, erected by the mayor and master builder Hieronymus Lotter23, in the years 1556-
1557. City received geometric plan in accordance with the principles of the Renaissance,
and is axially linked to the ducal residence. This plan is presented by Braun and Hogen-
berg, in a colourful engraving from 1590.

Christopher Haubitz reconstructed for the duke, the post-Cistercian Monastery in Neu-
enkamp (Nowopole) into the ducal residence with the castle chapel, modelled on the
Szczecin one. The town, coupled with the residence, become a cloth hall centre because
the duke built a manufactory destined for an impressive number of 500 weavers. This
was the most ambitious project of duke Bogislaw Xlll. The town, based on the plans
of ideal cities, was renamed Frantzburg (earlier Neuenkamp) in honour of his father-in-
law, the duke of Brunswick Lineburg. To commemorate his wife's mother - Clara Bruns-
wick, Bogislaw XlIl founded a high-class artistic epitaph (1579), the standing figure of the
princess occupies the aedicula carefully decorated with a fitting ornament.

Since 1567 Ernest Ludwig?4, the youngest brother of dukes John Frederick and Bogislaw
XIll, reigned in Wolgast; schooled in Greifswald and Wittenberg. His education was com-
pleted by journeys to France and England. The reign of the duke was characterised by
his active construction operation and sophisticated artistic taste. As soon as he took the
power, he began to expand the castle of Wolgost. The works reached the momentum
after the wedding to the princess Sophia Hedwig of Brunswick?®. The New House was
then built, a library was founded and the castle was crested with high tops. The form and
detail of situated on an island residence, were influenced by close contacts with the court
of duke Ulrich of Mecklenburg (1528-1603)2%6 in Gustrow, where members of the family
Parréw from Bissone, were active. Unfortunately, the residence did not survive. The duke
remodelled the monastery of Premonstratensian in Pudagli, into a residence for his
mother, Mary of Saxony. For works he hired an Italian architect, previously working for
Ulrich, the duke of Mecklenburg, then he expanded the mansion in the village Darsim,
which was the setting for the duchess [3, p. 84]. The manor on the plan of the Latin cross
was crowned with a high roof. The duchess, in honour of her husband, changed the vil-
lage's name into Ludwigs-Hoff and later Ludwigsburg.

Among the five sons?? of duke's Bogislaw XllII, duke Philip Il (1573-1618), who studied in
Rostock, dominated at education and artistic taste (1573-1618). Passions of the duke

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were activated by his staying at the court of king Christian IV and by numerous travels to
France, Rome, Venice, Milan, Genoa and Florence. Hence probably his love for art and
collector's passion. Staying at the Danish court resulted in his marriage to Sophia??, the
granddaughter of Christian Ill. Their wedding took place in 1607, in Szczecin.

Also the last of Wolgost dukes, Philip Julius (1584-1625), son of duke Ernst Ludwig, trav-
elled many times. Apart from ltaly he visited England, France, Denmark, and Prussia,
Lithuania and Poland as well. Duke Philip Julius commissioned, probably to Simon Harl,
from Gdansk, the construction of cloister and decoration of the entablatures in the castle
of Wolgast?®. Relocated Mannerist entablature from Wolgast now forms the framing en-
trances to the Academy of Music, at Grodzka Street in Szczecin. On commission of the
dukes Philip Il and Philip Julius, professor Elihard Lubinus3® made in years 1612 to 1618,
a very detailed map, being a significant document of history and urban planning of Pom-
erania region. It includes 50 views of cities and the Griffins' family tree. Philip Il gathered
a valuable collection of books and a number of paintings, including portraits of rulers of
Poland [4, p. 34]. His favourite artist was Lucas Cranach the Younger3?,

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In order to show an impressive collections the dukes Philip Il and Francis | erected a nar-
row Mint Wing (Skrzydto Mennicze) (1616-1619) of Szczecin castle (Fig.9), closing the
Mint Courtyard, also called Crane one (Zurawi). A foundation plaque (1619) with busts
of the two dukes informs about this fact (Fig.10). The wing housing a library and art gal-
lery demonstrates formal relationship with the town hall in Wittenberg3?, and also with the
wing of Bogislaw's XllI castle in Barth. Difficult time of Thirty-Years-War made that few
objects were erected in those days. The last of Griffins died in 1637, and lands of Pomer-
anian duchies became divided between Sweden and Brandenburg.

6. CONCLUSION

Considering strong German expansion the Griffins tried to maintain their independence,
building a good relationship with the Polish state. The Reformation changed the situation.
Pomerania's transition to Protestantism strengthened its relationships with the countries
of the Reich, and marriages to German princesses developed these connections. One
of the reasons for this turn was the lack of response from the Polish rulers. While Prince

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Bogislaw X stayed in his youth at Wawel, his successors studied at Wittenberg and
Greifswald, they gained refinement at the courts in Torgau, Dresden and Heidelberg.
Abroad travels completed their education. Relations built in such a way shaped dukes'
tastes and affected their foundations. The architects, masons and painters were recom-
mended within related by marriages families. Despite highly depleted state of preserva-
tion, it can be concluded that the foundation activity of Griffins deserves appreciation.
It forms an important link between elements of German, Polish and Scandinavian Re-
naissance.

Kolejnymi wladcami ksiestwa byli: brat Warcistawa | - Racibor, a nastepnie
synowie Warcistawa: Bogustaw | i Kazimierz | dyminski. Stowianskie imiona byly nada-
wane wladcom z dynastii Gryfitdw przez wieki. Na okres panowania ksiecia Barnima |,
przypada czas wzmozonej kolonizacji na prawie niemieckim.

Gryfici chetnie Zzenili sie z polskimi ksiezniczkami. W$rdd nich wyréznity sie: Anastazja3®?
corka Mieszka lll Starego, Elzbieta3* corka kréla Polski Kazimierza Wielkiego, Zofia3®
coérka Bogustawa IX ksiecia stargardzkiego i stupskiego i Marii mazowieckiej, Anna Ja-
giellonka®®, cérka Kazimierza Jagiellonczyka. Sojusze z ksiestwami niemieckimi i Danig
umacniaty matzehstwa z: Amelig renska, Marig saska, Erdmutg Hohenzollern, czy sio-
strami: Elzbieta, Anng i Zofig Schleswig-Holstein-Sondenburg?’.

2. POCZATKI BUDOWY ZAMKU KSIAZAT POMORSKICH W SZCZECINIE

Wyksztatcony na praskim dworze, ksigze Barnim Ill Wielki®® dgzyt do uniezaleznienia sie
od Brandenburgii i zabiegat o dobre relacje z Czechami, a takze z Polskg. On tez zaini-
cjowat wzniesienie na wzgdérzu zamkowym w Szczecinie Starego Domu i kaplicy
Sw. Ottona. Prace przerwano w wyniku ostrego sprzeciwu mieszczan, odmawiajgcych
ksieciu praw do tego terenu. Mieszczanie zostali zmuszeni do odbudowy obiektéw. Po

33 Anastazja Mieszkéwna (1164-1240) byta zong ksiecia Bogustawa | i matkg Bogustawa Il i Kazimierza |,
w imieniu, ktoérych sprawowata rzady regencyjne.

Ksigze w mtodosci ksztalcit sie na Wawelu, w Malborku za$ zostat
pasowany, przez kréla Kazimierza Jagiellonczyka, na rycerza. Na mocy pokoju przectaw-
skiego zostat on sukcesorem ksiecia Ottona lll szczecinskiego i Warcistawa X wladcg
ksiestwa wotogojskiego. W 1490 r. zostat wtadcg ziemi leborskiej i bytowskiej i lennikiem
Polski. Coraz silniejsza pozycja zapewnita ksieciu reke krélewny Anny Jagiellonki, ktéra
zostata jego drugg zong. Przed planowanym slubem Bogustaw X podjat decyzje o odbu-
dowie szczecinskiego zamku: Novum w realizacjach budowlanych Bogustawa X byfo
zastosowanie duzych okien w murach zwréconych na zewnagtrz zamku [9, p. 5]. Z prze-
pychem urzadzit wnetrza Duzego Domu.

26-31] i pomimo hiecheci
mieszczan wzniost zamek w Stupsku. W latach 1496-1498 Bogustaw X odbyt pielgrzymke
do Ziemi Swietej. Trasa podrézy wiodta przez wazne europejskie dwory, w tym dwor
Maksymiliana | w Innsbrucku, Rzym i Wenecje [2, s. 137]. Po powrocie: (...) ksigze $wia-
dom odmienno$ci nowej epoki, potrafit do niej przygotowac swoich synow. Jerzy | (1493-
1531) i Barnim Xl (1501-1573), wyksztatceni na dworze saskim w Wittenberdze: (...),
wykazali petne zrozumienie dla funkcji sztuki w panstwie (...) [2, s. 140]. Gdy ksigze po-
padt w zatarg z mieszczanami w Szczecinie odestat zone do $wiezo wybudowanego
zamku we Wkryusciu (Fig.2), niestety krélewna Anna zachorowata tam i wkrétce zmarta.

Bogustaw chciat uznaé¢ zwierzchnictwo Polski i ztozy¢ hotd lenny, jednak wobec braku
zainteresowania ze strony kréla Zygmunta |, w 1521 r. zlozyt hotd lenny cesarzowi Karo-
lowi V. Dzigki takiemu zabiegowi, jako ksigze Rzeszy, uniknat zaleznosci od Brandenbur-
gii. Bogustaw X zjednoczyt i zreformowat ksiestwo, zyskujgc przydomek ,Wielki”’. Celem
dziatan fundacyjnych ksiecia byto budowanie prestizu ksigstwa i jego osoby [7, s. 64].
Najstarszy syn Bogustawa X Jerzy | (1493-1531) pobierat nauki na dworze wuja Jerzego
I, zwanego Brodatym, w Dreznie, a nastepnie u ksiecia Filipa | (1448-1508) z dynastii
Wittelsbachéw w Heidelbergu, gdzie poznat swojg zone Amelie refiskg (1490-1525). Nie-
stety panowat krétko, nie zdgzyt wiec zrealizowa¢ swoich planéw. By zapewni¢ synowi
Filipowi | (1515-1560), odpowiednie wyksztatcenie wystat go na dwér stryja palatyna ren-
skiego Ludwika V w Heidelbergu. Te dziatania skutkowaty bliskimi zwigzkami z Saksonia,
takze na polu architektury i sztuki.

3. PRZEJSCIE KSIESTWA ZACHODNIOPOMORSKIEGO
NA PROTESTANTYZM | UTWORZENIE ZWIAZKU SZMALKALDZKIEGO

Przygotowywany do objecia biskupstwa kamienskiego mtodszy syn — Barnim Xl, zwany
Poboznym, zostat przez ojca wystany na studia do Wittenbergii. Tam z spotkat Marcina
Lutra i pod jego wptywem zaczagt sprzyja¢ reformacji. Waznym wydarzeniem, integruja-
cym dziatania protestanckich standéw, byto utworzenie Zwigzku Szmalkaldzkiego, jako
zwigzku obronnego, skierowanego przeciwko cesarzowi Karolowi V. Przywddcg zwigzku
zostat elektor saski Jan Fryderyk I.

Na Pomorzu Zachodnim wydarzenia potoczyty sie bardzo szybko. Juz na przetomie 1534
i 1535 r. ksigzeta Barnim Xl i jego bratanek Filip 140 zwofali sejm ziemski w Trzebiatowie
w sprawie przejscia ksiestwa na protestantyzm. Wazng role tam petnit reformator religijny

Przeja-
wem tego byt Slub w 1536 r. Filipa | z siostrg elektora saskiego Maria, zawarty w Torgau,
jako pierwszy protestancki $lub ksigzecy. Uroczystg msze $lubng odprawit sam Marcin
Luter [4, s. 110]. Pierworodny syn pary otrzymat, na cze$¢ wuja, imie Jan Fryderyk. Do-
bre relacje z dworem saskim i pobyt na zamku w Torgau zwrécity uwage Barnima Xl
i Filipa I na nowe trendy w architekturze i sztuce. Uwidocznity sie one w architekturze
pomorskich zamkow. Podejmowanie szerokiej dziatalnosci inwestycyjnej umozliwita ksig-
zetom sekularyzacja klasztoréw i débr koscielnych, ktéra wydatnie zwiekszyta ich zasoby
finansowe. Po pozarze Szczecina, w ktérym ucierpiat takze Zamek Ksigzat Pomorskich,
Barnim Xl postanowit rozbudowaé na swojg siedzibe zsekularyzowany zakon kartuzéw
w Grabowie (Oderburgu) pod Szczecinem. Wyglad, tego warownego zamku, przybliza
sztych Heinricha Kote z 1620 r.

Po smierci brata Barnim XI w 1531 r. objat czes¢ wschodnig ksiestwa, do rzeki Odry,
a jego bratanek Filip | Ksiestwo Wotogowskie. Ksigze Filip | podjat sie przebudowy rezy-
dencji w Wotogoszczy i we Wkryujsciu (Uckermunde). Rezydencja we Wkryujsciu nawig-
zywata detalem do skrzydta zamku Hartenfels w Torgau, wspdélny byt motyw kotarowych
okien i delikatne gzymsy Te inspiracje potwierdza prowadzona miedzy ksigzetami kore-
spondencja. W odpowiedzi na list ksiecia Filipa w sprawie zatrudnienia Nikolausa Groh-
mana, synowie elektora Jana Fryderyka polecili mu autora ambony w Torgau - Simona
Schrétera [8 s. 55], Grohman byt bowiem zbytnio obcigzony pracg. W latach 1612-1617
pracowat tu rzezbiarz Wilhelm van der Meer z Gandawy, zatrudniony wczesniej w Gdan-
sku [2 s. 89]. Niestety z rezydencji w Wotogoszczy zachowat sie jedynie kartusz herbowy.

W tym czasie ksigze Barnim Xl prowadzit przebudowe zamku w Dobrej i szeroko zakro-
jone prace budowlane na zamku szczecinskim. Podniést Duzy Dom, o jedng kondygnacje
i wybudowal wieze: Zegarowg i Wiezienng. Po pie¢ szczytow ozdobito elewacje od strony
dziedzinca i elewacje od ulicy Kusénierskiej, a przystonita je péznogotycka attyka (Fig.3)*?,
o motywach két i rybich pecherzy. Maswerkowe zwienczenia otrzymaty takze wieze. Gdy
w 1551 r. pozar zniszczyt budynek ksigze nakazat sklepienie gwiezdziste zastgpi¢ sie-
ciowym. Starannie wyposazono pomieszczenia, wsrod ktérych wyrézniata sie sala o bo-
gato zdobionym belkowym stropie oparta na pieciu stupach.

W architekturze tego skrzydta czytelne sg wptywy architektury saskiej, do jej realizacji
zatrudniono bowiem czynnych w Saksonii architektow. Bliskie koligacje rodzinne przesga-
dzity o inspiracjach i preferencjach w dziedzinie architektury i sztuki: Najzywszg wymiane
wplywow | tworcoéw zauwazamy z dworami spokrewnionymi z Barnimem przez siostry
Anny Jagiellonki, a wiec z dworem krolewieckim Albrechta Hohenzollerna, dworem sa-
skim oraz brandenburskim — elektora Joachima Il. Z Krélewca przybyt nadworny architekt
Albrechta Fryderyk Niissdorfer [2., s. 141, 142], kt6ry byt autorem wschodniego skrzydfa
krélewieckiego zamku — Albrechtsbau (1532) i wiezy — Albrechttor o péznogotyckich ce-
chach. Przypisywane sg mu prace budowlane zlecone przez Barnima XI w 1538 r. przy
skrzydle potudniowym szczecinskiego zamku. O zakonczeniu prac informuje ptyta erek-
cyjna z kartuszem herbowym Ksiestwa, na | pietrze wschodniego skrzydta (Fig.4).

Ksigze Barnim Xl starat sie upamietni¢ rod Gryfitdbw, a wobec braku meskiego potomka
takze swojg osobe. Poczynit w tym kierunku szereg krokow. Utworzyt w 1543 r., wspdlnie

Gobelin wykonany z okazji
Slubu zawartego w 1536 r. w Torgau przedstawia portretowo wykonane postaci ksigzat
saskich i ksigzgt pomorskich oraz gtoszgcego kazanie Marcina Lutra z wspotwdrcami
reformacji: Filipem Melanchtonem i Janem Bugenhagenem, w Ten manifest luteranizmu
podkresla bliskie zwigzki z Saksonig i Zwigzkiem Szmalkaldzkim. Z tego okresu pocho-
dzg rowniez renesansowe kamienne tablice erekcyjne ksiecia Filipa | na zamku w Woto-
goszczy, ksiecia Barnima XI na zamku w Dobrej. Gdy na zjezdzie w Jasienicy Barnim XI
abdykowat na rzecz wnuka swojego brata - Jana Fryderyka przeniést sie do rezydenciji
Oderburg w Grabowie**. Z rezydencji tej zachowaly sie jedynie ufundowane przez ksiecia
Barnima Xl: renesansowy ottarz i ambona z kaplicy zamkowej, znajdujgce sie obecnie
w kosSciele w Sownie.

4. DZIALALNOSC FUNDACYJNA KSIECIA JANA FRYDERYKA

Ksigze Jan Fryderyk (1542-1600)*> ksztalcit sie na uniwersytecie w Greifswaldzie, na-
stepnie udat sie na wiedenski dwoér cesarza Maksymiliana 1l [6, s. 26-31]. Ksieciu zaleza-
o na umocnieniu pozycji, ostabionej przytagczeniem ksiestwa do Zwigzku Szmalkandzkie-
go i uzyskanie ksiestwa w lenno bezposrednio od cesarza. Ten pobyt znaczaco wptynat
na postawe ksiecia jako mecenasa sztuki, a takze sprawit, ze cesarz wyznaczyt Szczecin
na miejsce rokowan pokojowych (1570 r.) konczacych | wojne potnocng. Na wiedenskim
dworze ksigze miat zaprzyjaznic sie z ksieciem Franciszkiem Medyceuszem [9, s. 12].

Jan Fryderyk starat sie utrzymywaé bliskie stosunki z Polskg. Rozwazano jego $lub
z siostrg Zygmunta Augusta, Katarzyng. Krél zazadat jednak wysokiej pozyczki, a ksigze
wygorowanych zabezpieczen. Ksigze zdecydowat sie wowczas na poslubienie Erdmuty,
corki elektora brandenburskiego Jana Jerzego Hohenzollerna.

Pomimo kosztownych rokowan pokojowych Jan Fryderyk zatozyt z rozmachem przebu-
dowe szczecinskiego zamku i podjgt symboliczng decyzje o wyburzeniu ko$Sciota
Sw. Ottona. Do przebudowy zatrudnit wioskich muratoréw Antonia Guglielmo (Antoni
Wilhelm) i, zadomowionego na Pomorzu, Wilhelma Zachariasa, zwanego Italusem [9,
S. 12]. Po zburzeniu starych budowli, wznie$li oni reprezentacyjne skrzydito pdétnocne
z kaplicg zamkowg i dzwonnicg. Prawdopodobnie na polecenie ksiecia koncepcja kaplicy,
projektu Zachariasa nawigzywata do protestanckiej kaplicy zamku w Torgau“® (1543-44),
a takze do kaplicy zamkowej w Dreznie. Na gtéwnej osi nad sobg architekt umiescit: ot-
tarz, ambone i ograny, natomiast po stronie przeciwnej ksigzecg galerie. Wysokos¢, na-
stepujacych po sobie kondygnacji, empor zmniejszyt dzieki temu wnetrze wydaje sie
wyzsze (Fig.5). Zamkowe kaplice w Szczecinie i Torgau, byty wzorem dla kaplicy
w Szmalkalden (Fig.6). Oftarz do ksigzecej kaplicy wykonat Giovanni Battista Perrini
z Florencji [2. s. 171].

Podczas szeroko zakrojonych prac zmodernizowano i podwyzszono skrzydto wschodnie
i wzniesiono nowe zachodnie. Zamek otrzymat, zgodnie z modg wtoska, czworokatny
dziedziniec z arkadami w parterze i ptaski dach, ozdobiony attykg (Fig.7), bliskg attyce
krakowskich Sukiennic. Pomimo braku bezposrednich dowodéw tak niezwykte podobien-

46 Ewangelicka kaplica zamkowa w Torgau zostata wzniesiona dla ksiecia elektora Jana Fryderyka przez Niko-
lausa Grohmanna i konsekrowana 5 pazdziernika 1544 r. przez Marcina Lutra.
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stwo skfania do refleksji. W 1568 r. krél Zygmunt August zaciagnat w domu bankierskim
Loitzéw ogromng pozyczke na wojne z carem lwanem Groznym. Pozyczke tg poswiad-
czyto az pieciu ksigzgt pomorskich, wsrdod nich Jan Fryderyk. Umowa zostata zawarta
w Lublinie. Trudno sobie wyobrazi¢ by, wystannicy ksigzat mogli oming¢ Krakéw. Attyke,
wzorowang na szczecinskiej, wykonano nad bramg wjazdowg zamku w Perkun.

Wptywy architektury wioskiej, a mozliwe, ze réwniez oddziatywanie renesansu polskiego
przesadzity o ksztalcie 6wczesnej rezydencji. Do podobnej refleksiji sktaniat sie Carl Fred-
rich (1871-1930)*" cztonek Towarzystwa Historii Pomorza i Starozytnosci i autor wielu
publikacji o zabytkach Szczecina [3, s. 61]. Wysoka jakos$¢ i rozmach szedt w parze
z niezwyktym tempem prac. Uroczysty $lub Jana Fryderyka z Erdmutg*® miat miejsce 17
lutego 1577 r. w nowych murach wspaniatej renesansowej rezydencji (Fig.8). Prace wy-
konczeniowe nadal trwaty. Piaskowiec i niektére detale architektoniczne sprowadzane
byly z Pirny w Saksonii, dlatego wykazujg one podobienstwo do kamieniarki Pirniy i Misni
z tego okresu. Rezydencje przybliza rycina Brauna i Hogenberga z okoto 1590 r., sztych
Mateusza Meriana (1652), rysunki Johanna Zeunera (1673) i sztych Georga Paula Bu-
sch’a (1725). Zachowane materiaty ikonograficzne staty sie podstawg powojennej odbu-
dowy Zamku Ksigzat Pomorskich, przywracajgc mu renesansowy wyglad*®. Ksigze nie
doczekat sie jednak potomkdéw, prawdopodobnie dlatego w 1598 r. zamdwit u malarza
Corneliusa Krommeny'ego®® obraz przedstawiajgcy genealogie ksigzgt pomorskich. Ob-
raz o dtugosci 7 m przedstawia portrety 155 przedstawicieli rodu Gryfitow.

5. MECENAT OSTATNICH GRYFITOW

Mtodszy brat Jana Fryderyka - Bogustaw XlII°! interesowat sie architekturg i chetnie po-
dejmowat liczne dziatania budowlane. Ksigze rozbudowat, po pozarze w 1587 r., miasto
i zamek w Bardo (Barth) 52 Forma zamku przypominata budynek ratusza w Lipsku, zreali-
zowany w latach 1556-57 przez burmistrza i mistrza budowlanego Hieronymusa Lotte-
ra%3. Odbudowane przez ksigecia miasto otrzymato, zgodnie z zasadami renesansu,
zgeometryzowany plan i zostalo osiowo powigzane z ksigzecg rezydencjg. Plan ten
przedstawia barwny miedzioryt z 1590 r. autorstwa Brauna i Hogenberga.

Krzysztof Haubitz przebudowat klasztor pocysterski w Neuenkamp (Nowopole) na ksig-
zecg rezydencije z kaplica zamkowg, wzorowang na szczecinskiej. Sprzezone z rezyden-
cjg miasto miato sta¢ sie waznym osrodkiem sukienniczym, dlatego ksigze wybudowat
manufakture przewidziang na imponujacg liczbe 500 tkaczy. Byto to najbardziej ambitne
przedsiewziecie Bogustawa XIIl. Miasto zostato oparte na planach miast idealnych
i przemianowane z Neuenkamp na Frantzburg (1587) na czes$¢ tescia — ksiecia brunsz-
wickiego. Duzy rynek miasta otaczata zabudowa pierzejowa [2. 174,175]. Z kolei dla
upamietnienia tesciowej — Klary Brunszwik-Lineburg ksigze ufundowat epitafium (1579)
— postac ksieznej wypetnia, starannie zdobiong ornamentem okuciowym, aedicule.

47 Carl Fredrich byt niemieckim historykiem sztuki, filologiem i archeologiem.

48 Erdmuta (1562-1623) byta corkg Jana Jerzego Hohenzollerna. Jej mtodsza siostra Anna Maria zostata zong
ksiecia szczecinskiego Barnima Xl mfodszego, a kolejna Zofia — Zong elektora saskiego Krystiana | Wettyna.

4 Odbudowe Zamku Ksigzgt Pomorskich w Szczecinie prowadzono od 1958 r. w oparciu o badania architekto-
niczne Stefana Kwileckiego i wytyczne konserwatorskie Henryka Dziurli.

50 Cornelius Krommeny (zm w 1599 r.) niderlandzki malarz zostat mianowany w 1574 r. nadwornym malarzem
ksiecia Meklemburgii Ulricha Ill w Gustrow.

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Od 1569 r. panowat w Wotogoszczy najmtodszy brat ksigzgt Jana Fryderyka i Bogustawa
XIll, wyksztatcony w Greifswaldzie i Wittenberdze, Ernest Ludwig®*, ktérego edukacje
dopetnity podréze do Francji i Anglii. Panowanie ksiecia charakteryzowato sie ozywiong
dziatalnoscig budowlang i wyrobionym gustem artystycznym. Wkrétce po objeciu wiadzy
przystgpit do rozbudowy wotogoskiego zamku. Prace nabraty rozmachu po $lubie ksiecia
z Zofig Jadwigg brunszwicka®®. Wzniesiono wowczas Nowy Dom, zatozono biblioteke,
a zamek zwienczyty wysokie szczyty. Na forme i detal, potozonej na wyspie, rezydencji
wptynety bliskie kontakty z dworem ksiecia Ulryka Meklemburskiego (1528-1603)5%
w Gustrow, gdzie aktywni byli przedstawiciele rodziny Parréw z Bissone. Niestety rezy-
dencja nie zachowata sie. Ksigze przebudowat klasztor premonstratenséw w Pudagli na
rezydencje matki Marii saskiej. Do prac zaangazowat wtoskiego budowniczego, pracuja-
cego wczesniej dla ksiecia Ulryka Meklemburskiego [3, s. 84]., nastepnie rozbudowat
dwér we wsi Darsim, ktéra stanowita oprawe ksieznej. Dwor, na planie krzyza tacinskiego
zostat zwiehczony wysokim dachem. Na cze$¢ meza ksiezna zmienita nazwe wsi na
Ludwigs-Hoff, a nastepnie Ludwigsburg.

Wsréd pieciu syndw®’ ksiecia Bogustawa Xl wyrézniat sie wyksztatceniem i smakiem
artystycznym ksigze Filip 1l (1573-1618), ktory studiowat w Rostoku. Pasje ksiecia pobu-
dzit pobyt na dworze kréla Chrystiana IV i liczne podréze do Francji, Rzymu, Weneciji,
Mediolanu, Genui i Florencji. Stgd zapewne umitowanie sztuki i pasja kolekcjonerska.
Pobyt na dunskim dworze sprawit, ze zong ksiecia zostata, wnuczka kréla Danii Chrystia-
na lll, Zofia 8. Ich $lub i wesele odbyto sie w 1607 r. w Szczecinie.

Wiele podrézowat rowniez ostatni z ksigzat wotogoskich - ksigze Filip Juliusz (1584-
1625), syn ksiecia Ernesta Ludwika. Oprocz Wioch odwiedzit Anglie, Francje Danie, ale
takze Prusy, Litwe i Polske. Ksigze Filip Juliusz zlecit kamieniarzowi z Gdanska, prawdo-
podobnie Szymonowi Harle, wybudowanie kruzgankdéw i dekoracje portali na zamku
w Wotogoszczy®®. Przeniesiony manierystyczny portal z Wologoszczy, stanowi obecnie
obramienie wejscia do Akademii Muzycznej, przy ul. Grodzkiej w Szczecinie.

Na zlecenie ksigzat: Filipa Il i Filipa Juliusza profesor Elihard Lubinus® wykonat w latach
1612-18 bardzo doktadng mape, stanowigcg wazny dokument historii i urbanistyki Pomo-
rza. Zostata ona ozdobiona wizerunkami miast, herbami pomorskiej szlachty i drzewem
genealogicznym ksiecia. Filip Il zgromadzit cenny ksiegozbiér i wiele obrazéw, w tym
portrety wtadcow Polski. Jego ulubionym artystg byt Lucas Cranach mtodszy [6 s. 34].

By eksponowaé imponujgce zbiory, ksigzeta Filip 1l i Franciszek | wzniesli waskie Skrzy-
dio Mennicze(1616-19) szczecinskiego zamku (Fig.9), zamykajgc Dziedziniec Menniczy,
zwany tez Zurawim. O tym fakcie informuje tablica erekcyjna (1619) z popiersiami obu
ksigzat (Fig.10). Skrzydio mieszczace biblioteke i galerie sztuki wykazuje zwigzki formal-
ne z ratuszem w Wittenberdze®? i skrzydtem Bogustawa Ill zamku w Bardzie. Trudny
okres wojny trzydziestoletniej sprawit, ze, powstato woéwczas niewiele obiektow. Ostatni
z Gryfitow zmart w 1637 r., a ziemie ksiestw pomorskich podzielono miedzy Szwecje
i Brandenburgie.

SErnest Ludwik (1545-1592), zwany Pieknym byt synem Filipa I. W 1569 roku objat we wtadanie Ksiestwo
Wotogoskie po rezygnacji Barnima XI.

%5 Babkg ksieznej byta Jadwiga Jagiellonka, matkg Jadwiga Hohenzollern, ojcem Juliusz z dynastii Welféw.

% Ulryk ksigze Meklemburgii-GUstrow (1528-1603) byt spokrewniony z ksigzetami pomorskimi poprzez babke
Zofie, corke ksigcia Eryka Il pomorskiego.

57 Ksigze Bogustaw XlII miat szesciu synow: Filipa Il szczecinskiego, Franciszka, Bogustawa XIV, Jerzego I,
Jana Ernesta (zmartego w dziecinstwie), Ulryka i pie¢ corek.

6. PODSUMOWANIE

Wobec silnej ekspansji niemieckiej Gryfici starali sie utrzymaé niezalezno$¢, budujgc
dobre relacje z Rzeczpospolitg. Sytuacje radykalnie zmienita Reformacja. Przejscie Po-
morza na protestantyzm zacie$nito zwigzki z krajami Rzeszy, a $luby z ksiezniczkami
niemieckimi jeszcze te zwigzki pogtebity. Jedna z przyczyn takiego zwrotu byt brak odpo-
wiedniej reakcji ze strony wladcéw Polski. Podczas, gdy ksigze Bogustaw X przebywat
w miodosci na Wawelu, jego nastepcy studiowali w Wittenberdze i Greifswaldzie, zdoby-
wali ogtade na dworach w Torgau, Dreznie i Heidelbergu. Edukacje dopetniaty zagranicz-
ne podroze. Tak budowane relacje ksztaltowaty ksigzece gusta i wptywaty na ksigzece
fundacje. W obrebie skoligaconych rodéw polecano sobie wzajemnie architektéw, mura-
torow, a takze malarzy. Pomimo, bardzo uszczuplonego stanu zachowania, mozemy
stwierdzi¢, ze dziatalno$¢ fundatorska Gryfitow zastuguje na uznanie. Stanowi ona wazne
ogniwo tgczgce elementy renesansu niemieckiego, polskiego i skandynawskiego.
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
